All the police were
alerted and he was eventually recaptured
at Kuranda."

1890 20 July, George Hobson, brother
of W.D. Hobson was gashed to death
with scrub knives at Myola. For this
murder, one aboriginal, Darkie 'was

sentenced to death but the sentence was
commuted to life imprisonment.'
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
